A copy of these instructions should be available within each Clubhouse but is not to be removed from the Clubhouse for any reason.

Unfortunately, the instructions are lengthy because they have to cover all the contingencies you may encounter. 

Section 1: Use of DVTA ScoreSheets

This section deals with the use of “ScoreSheets” by team captains i.e. to record a match’s results for later entry in the online data entry system (TROLS). Section 3 discusses how to print a set of ScoreSheets and the most important Notes page which includes a summarised Fixture for your section and the codes you will need to logon to Trols - Club Zone.
The ScoreSheets apply to all DVTA competitions but there is a different format for Friday Junior Singles. An example ScoreSheet follows

ScoreSheets Folder
It is recommended that captains store their ScoreSheets for the season in a folder that they can take to each week match. When the captain knows s/he will not be playing in the next match, the folder should be handed to someone else who will be in the team.

Each captain (or deputy) must take their ScoreSheets to each match. 

Both captains are expected to update the ScoreSheet during the course of the match, to compare each other’s completed ScoreSheet at the end of the match and to sign each other’s ScoreSheet.

If one of the teams forgets to take their ScoreSheets then in most instances a blank one can be obtained from the host Club

Completed ScoreSheets do NOT have to be delivered or mailed to the DVTA Administrators. However, they MUST be retained by the teams until the end of season noting that the DVTA can call for a copy of the ScoreSheet to be forwarded at any time during the season e.g. in the event of any dispute regarding the match or a failure to enter results into Trols by the given deadline. If you cannot produce a signed copy of a ScoreSheet when asked to do so you risk a fine or losing premiership points.
Completion of ScoreSheet

The ScoreSheets includes all players registered with the DVTA for the given team. Therefore, any player not named must be an emergency and their First and Surname along with their Gender i.e. (M) or (F) must be hand-written onto the ScoreSheets. For Junior Competitions, the emergency’s date of birth must also be recorded on the ScoreSheet, for later entry into TROLS
The hand-writing of a player’s name informs the opposing captain that the player is an emergency and they have the right to protest if the player is considered to be of a higher standard than the given section. Such protests must be lodged within 24 hours of the match
Enter the number which each player is to play in the small square to the left of his/her name. For Monday Night Mixed, the Men must be numbers 1 and 2. Teams may play the Ladies set first if they so choose but the Ladies must be numbers 3 and 4.   

There is NO DVTA requirement for players to play in order of ability.

For each set played, enter the games scored by each team in the applicable columns. This includes the recording of completed games (part scores) for any set not completed, irrespective of the reason e.g. wash-out, expired time, lights failure. 

Where a player is injured and cannot continue or be replaced, the opposing team shall receive the remaining games in the set. See later section dealing with the replacement of injured players.
At the end of the Match the scores for both teams shall be totaled and recorded on the ScoreSheet along with the name of the winning team and each captain shall sign each other’s score sheet.

A Home/Away match is decided on “games” first and then if equal on “sets” and if these are equal the match shall be a draw     

Where any set(s) is not completed the totaling will still take place and the match awarded to one or other team if either has an unassailable lead. If the lead is not unassailable, the match shall be declared a draw.

Recording the total and match result is for team information only. TROLS will automatically perform the totaling and decide the match result. If this turn out to be different than that written on the ScoreSheet the Home team captain should contact the opposing captain to point out and resolve the discrepancy. If the matter is unresolved then contact the DVTA Administrator.
In the past some players have suggested that the Trols match totals are not correct. It is noted that the Trols totals are not updated with the last set’s results until you have left the cell for the Away team’s score in the last set.  The confirmation screen that appears after you have saved the results will certainly show the correct totals. 

Injured Player

If a player is injured during the course of a match then the time shall be noted and play shall be suspended at the last completed point. The next set not involving the injured player shall then commence. 

The involved team has 30 minutes to find an eligible substitute player. Someone not registered in a higher section and someone that has not already played in another team on the same day.  

· If such a player is found within the time period that player can substitute for the injured player at the point the set was suspended. A note to the following effect should be recorded in the Match Comments box on the ScoreSheet e.g. “Mary Jones injured in second set and substituted by Tanya Smith”
· If an eligible substitute is not found within the time period then all of the injured player’s remaining games/sets shall be forfeited.
Responsibility for Entry of Results into TROLS
For ALL matches, the HOME team shall be responsible for the entry of the results. This now includes Forfeits which in previous seasons was the responsibility of the winning team. It also includes all washouts with the following proviso.

For Washouts called by telephone, the Away team should also access Trols to enter in the names of the players who would have otherwise played. i.e.for finals qualification purposes. They can access the match results section in Trols Club Zone using the By Ph option.
It is re-iterated that Home Teams must access and update Trols for every Home match.

LOGON and DATA ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
The last (Notes) page of the ScoreSheets printout contains the UserID and Password for the team producing the ScoreSheets. To logon you need to

1 Access the Trols website trols.org.au/dvta

2. Select the Club Zone Menu option

3. Enter your UserID and password

You will then be presented with a screen offering options. One of those options is to download the On-Line Result Entry User Guide, which describes the process for actually entering results. These instructions are included in Section 4 of this document. If you lose them you can always download from Trols and print the downloaded document
TIMING FOR ENTRY OF RESULTS INTO TROLS
For Home/Away matches, the Home team has until 7pm two days after the match to enter the results into the online system e.g. for Monday night Mixed 7pm Wednesday. For Friday Junior Singles it is 3 days i.e. until 7pm Monday.

The ScoreSheets will tell you the time when the data entry system will close for your competition. After that, the system will not allow them to enter results and a copies of the score sheet will need to be scanned and emailed to the DVTA Administrator. Furthermore, a $20 fine will be applied.

Larger Clubs are asked to consider having a computer with internet connectivity retained in their Clubhouses for the immediate entry of results following the match. A member may be able to provide an old superceded computer for this purpose.  Those people with i-phones or equivalent may also be able to enter the results.

While there are two days allowed for the entry of results, captains (or their deputies) should get into the habit of entering the results as soon as they get home, or from work the next morning.  
Validating the Results

The Away captain (or deputy) shall have sole responsibility for the validation of entered results by perusing them on Trols after the data entry has been completed. If they disagree with the results entered they must report any discrepancies to the DVTA Administrator by email.

Section 2: Using the Excel File to Produce ScoreSheets

The following instructions apply for those people wishing to print ScoreSheets for just one team. If you wish to print ScoreSheets for multiple teams you are advised to save separate copies of the Excel file for each team (e.g. incorporate the Team Name in the file name) and process each file separately.

Open the Excel file from the place you stored in on your computer, to produce a screen that looks as follows

Step 6: To repeat the operation for another team you must first click on the arrowhead to the left (i.e. where 

you selected 1) and now select (ALL). Now go back to Step 2 for another team in the current competition or Step 

1 for different competition.

Step 4: Your team name will appear to the left. Click on the arrowhead below it.  Click (Select All) to 

remove all tick marks and then click on the no. 1 to select it.

Prior to executing the print, you have the option of entering data in the Roster column on each scoresheet. For 

example, to indicate which of your players are scheduled to play the given match e.g. by entering a "P" and/or 

who is rostered to provide supper "S" or lock-up "L"

You also have the option of entering club or team notes on the Notes page following the last scoresheet

Click on the down arrowhead to the right of the box containing mnx. This will display a list of available competitions for which you can print ScoreSheets

MNX=Monday Night Mixed, TNM=Tuesday Night Mens, 

WNL=Wednesday Night Ladies, THNM=Thursday Night Mens

SMJ=Saturday Morning Juniors, MWL=Thursday Midweek Ladies

Click on the Competition you require 
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Step 2: Select the section for which you seek scoresheets

Click on the down arrowhead to the right of the box containing the number 1. This will display a list of the available Section Numbers. 

Click on the section number for your team.

Step 3: Select your Team
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When you selected your section number the content of the Team Name box will have changed to the first team in the given section

Click on the down arrowhead next to the shown team name to display a list of all the teams for the selected Competition and Section No. Click on the team for which you are seeking to produce ScoreSheets. In the above example, Wattle Glen has been selected

Step 4: When you change the team name, the selected team name will now appear in the gray area to the left. Click on the arrowhead below the team name in the gray section
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For those using later versions of Excel, this will produce a list selection box per this example.
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First click on (Select All); this will remove all the tick marks

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Then click on the box to the left of the number then on the No 1 so that it is the only option with a tick mark.

· Then click the OK button to execute the filter

For those using Excel 1997-2003 or earlier, there is a different looking list selection box and you only need to click on the No. 1. 

Step 5: Perform a Print Preview to confirm 8 pages of print (for 8-team sections or 9 pages for 6-team sections).


If there are more than 8 or 9 pages of print something is wrong! 

Everyone uses different printers. For some printers there is a slight misalignment of the ScoreSheets on second or subsequent pages. Check all later pages in Print Preview mode. If parts of some ScoreSheets are spilling onto the next page you may need to adjust your print margins. In Print Preview mode, show the margins and then move bottom margin up slightly then review all pages. If necessary, repeat the exercise until all 8 or 9 pages look ok.

If your Print Preview indicates only 8 or 9 pages, you are now ready to print your ScoreSheets. However, you are first advised to Save the file as it stands.
· If you ever lose your Scoresheets you can return to the file and re-print then. 

· You may also like to consider emailing the file to you team-mates.

Roster Column

For those who are interested there is another step you could perform before printing.

There is a column on each ScoreSheet labeled Roster. 

You can enter information in this column if you so choose e.g. to indicate who is playing a particular match when there are more than 4 players in the team.

In this example, a “P” has been entered next to the 4 players scheduled to play the first match. 

You will also note that one of the players also has an “S” next to the P. This is indicating that s/he is responsible for providing some supper, if that is the Club’s practice. 

 If it is decided to make use of this column then you will need to decide what codes you wish used. 

Other codes could be “L” to nominate responsibility for opening and locking up the courts or “T” to indicate whose parent will be Team Manager/Driver for the day (Junior Matches)

Second and Subsequent Teams

In some cases you may wish to use the file to produce Scoresheets for other teams e.g. you may play in two or more competitions.

As stated earlier you are advised to save a separate copy of the original file for each team. However, you can produce ScoreSheets for other teams without doing this provided you observe a sixth step.

Step 6: To repeat the operation for another team you MUST first click on the arrowhead to the left (i.e. where you selected 1) and now (Select All). Now go back to Step 2 for another team in the current competition or Step 1 for different competition
Section 3: TROLS Facilities

The DVTA uses a system called TROLS (Tennis Results On-Line System) which is primarily designed to allow Home Clubs/Teams to enter the results of competition matches (see next section).  However, it also provides a number of other facilities to provide information or to assist players
Type  trols.org.au/dvta into your WEB browser to produce the opening screen. You may like to save the web address as a favourite to enable you to quickly access it in future.

At the top of the screen you will see a number of Menu Options (TABS) which provide access to various facilities
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Diamond Valley Tennis

If you choose the “Diamond Valley Tennis” menu option you will be download/print the “DVTA Rules” file or the current “DVTA Calendar” 
Clubs
If you choose the “Clubs” menu option you will be presented with a map showing the location of all Clubs that participate in DVTA competitions.

You then have the options of listing all Clubs by Suburb or selecting a particular Club from a list of all Clubs. The following shows what you would see if you chose the Select a Club options and chose Yan Yean from the selection list.
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If you then click on the Underlined Melways reference you will then be provided with a map showing the entrance to the Club
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You can use this facility to produce a map for any Club playing in the DVTA. 
Ladders

As the name suggests you can use this Menu option to display and/or print out the ladders for all sections within a selected competition or for a particular section.
Results
You can use this Menu option to display and/or print out the results for all matches completed for the season to date for any section within any competition.

Past Seasons

Within this option you can access the result of any match played with any competition (except Midweek ladies) for any season since Autumn 2012. Furthermore you can access any of the end of season ladders.
Club Zone

This option is selected when you wish to enter results. Unlike all of the earlier described facilities, which can be freely accessed by anyone, you will need a UserID and Password to be able to access Club Zone.

The procedure for using Club Zone to enter results is described on the following pages.
Section 4: On-Line Result Entry
The On-Line Result Entry is part of TROLS (Tennis Results On-Line System) and is designed to allow Home Clubs/Teams to enter the results of competition matches.  This will 

· Provide up-to-date ladders more quickly

· Enable individual player results to be collected and statistical reports generated

· Ultimately improve the grading of teams with more informative player history  

To access the Club Contacts database you should have a modern Browser:

· Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.x, or higher

· Opera 7.x, or higher

· Firefox 2.x or higher

The browser must have javascript enabled.

Home teams are solely responsible for the entry of match results.
For washouts, or forfeits by the Home team, called by phone, then during the phone call the Home team contact should ask the Away team to provide the names of players that would have otherwise played. If the Away team gave a forfeit there is no need to collect player names.

Here's how the Data Entry processes work.
The last sheet of your ScoreSheets file contains some key instructions and provides the UserID and Password you will need to logon to Trols Club Zone.
1. Access  trols.org.au/dvta on your WEB browser to produce the opening screen

2. Click on “Club Zone" TAB – you, will then be presented with the TROLS login screen.
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3. Enter your UserID and Password to produce the Club Zone Menu as follows.
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4. Click on option 1, "Enter {Club Name} Match Results" to display the Match Selection Screen which lists your club’s matches for the current round. Note that larger Clubs playing numerous matches, you may need to use the PgDn key or scroll bar (right hand edge of the window) to allow you to display the other matches.

5. If the match commenced and at least 1 game has been completed it is to be treated as a match and not a washout or forfeit, even if no other games are played. 
Click “Section #” for the match you wish to enter results i.e. to first produce the following player’s screen, as follows on the next page.
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6. The first task is to enter the names of the players for both teams per the following steps. However, if the Home team gave a forfeit enter NP in each playing position (i.e. do not enter any Home Team Player Names) and go to Step 3
Step 1: Enter the details for any Home team emergency player(s) noting that for juniors DoB is to be in format dd/mm/yyyy e.g. 01/05/1999. There is no need to enter anything in “Enter Grading …” box.     If there is no Home team emergency, skip this step

Step 2: In the #1 Box, enter the Id. of the player that played in position 1. As you move to next box, the Player’s name will appear. Repeat for each of the other 3 players.  For Emergency players, enter E1, E2 as appropriate.

To enter data in the # boxes you can type the appropriate Id. or, after placing your cursor in the # box, use your mouse to click the player’s Id. 
The “No Player” facility is only applicable for forfeits as teams without full complement of players must forfeit the whole match.
Step 3: Use the scroll bar to move to Away Team section and repeat all steps for the Away team.

If the Away team gave a forfeit enter NP in each playing position i.e. do not enter any Away Team Player Names

For washouts called by phone the Home Team captain should ask for the names of the away team players (that would have otherwise played) during the phone call.
7. Click “Save Players” button. If you have made a mistake, the player’s screen will re-display with error messages in Red
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If everything is ok, the Scores Entry screen will be produced as follows.
8. If the match was a complete Washout no set scores are to be entered – select Complete Washout 
If the match was forfeited no set scores to be entered – select the team that forfeited.
Otherwise, enter the scores for each set. As you enter each score the cursor will automatically move to the next position.
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Any invalid scores, or incomplete sets, will be highlighted as shown above. 

9. Click Save once you are satisfied the results have been entered correctly. The Save button will only become enabled when a valid score has been entered

If any set shows as being incomplete a warning message will be displayed. Click Ok if the incomplete set is legitimate or Cancel if you need to go back to correct. 
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Once a Match Result is entered it cannot be subsequently altered!
If you find you have made a mistake, and this was not detected before the Score confirmation message, then you will have to contact the DVTA Administrators and inform them of the details of your error.

When the results have been successfully saved, a summary of the results will be produced as follows.

10. Click Continue to return you the Match Selection screen that will now be updated as follows
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The full results can be viewed by selecting the View option

WASHOUTS BY PHONE (also includes Heatouts, Lighting failure etc)
This section describes an alternative process for washouts called by phone
11. Both teams will need to access TROLS, using the “by PH” option from the Match Selection screen. 
The only exception to this is where both competing teams are from the same Club. In this case the “by PH” option will not appear. One of the two captains will need to obtain the names of the opposition players and enter the washout through the normal screens, selecting the Complete Washout Option on the set results screen.
