It is hoped that the publishing of this information will encourage all Clubs to increase their efforts to reduce the number of forfeits. If this occurs, then no further action will occur. However, it is intended that DVTA Delegates will discuss the following possible penalties for a Forfeit at the forthcoming AGM.
· Imposition of a fine
· Additional points penalty
· Prohibition from competing in the current season’s finals
